Jackson was a client of PIAC several years ago. While driving taxis she was the
victim of a brutal rape and we helped her get a 100% disability pension from the
Workers” Compensation Board. She suffers post-traumatic stress and her dealings
with the Board, including the monthly cheque, contribute to the problem. We
appealed a decision not to give her total commutation of her pension. The case
concerned significant issues of policy regarding women, pensions and sexual
assault and the Workers’ Compensation Board. A decision of the Board rendered
April 27, 1995 allowed, in part, the appeal. The client received one year
commutation, after which they will consider further commutation.

ADBUSTERS MEDIA FOUNDATION v.CANADIAN BROADCASTING
CORPORATION: The Media Foundation, in co-operation with Greenpeace,
produced an environmental advertisement — Autosaurus. CBC agreed to run the
advertisement during its program “Drivers’ Seat”. After it was aired once, CBC
notified Media Foundation that the advertisement violates the Advocacy
Advertising Standards and could not be run again as agreed to in the contract. The
case involves breach of contract, and a challenge to the actions of CBC and the
Advocacy Standards as violating the Canadian Charter of Rights and Freedoms,
