30-day prescription from 
psychiatrist and remaining 
meds from detention stay

Commitment Programs
• Transition staffing scheduled 

when youth is ready to 
transition home, staffing 
scheduled for 60 days prior to 
release date, CRT convened 
with JPO and community 
providers, JPO develops Plan 
for Success
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
