1. Welcome and Announcements 
a. The meeting was called to order at 3:03 pm. 

2. Approval of Minutes 
a. The minutes from the March 18, 2013 meeting were approved.  

3. New Business 
a. 4 to 3 Credit Hour Reduction for FKL Courses 

i. Karla Davis-Salazar explained to the council that the Provost recently approved 
that a selection of courses (including FKL courses) be reduced from 4 credit 
hours to 3 credit hours, in an effort to be in closer alignment with other SUS 
institutions.  These courses include: ANT 2000, GEA 2000, GEO 2400, CCJ 3014, 
ARH 3001, ART 2201C, ART 2203C, and FIL 3854 (WRIN).  Scott Rimbey added 
that these three FKL courses were also reduced to 3 credit hours: STA 2023, 
MAC 2233, and MAC 2241. 

b. Quality Enhancement Plan (QEP)
